It is
worth noting how it is made up. Firstly, we have the top and bottom banners which show our name, we then
have crossed drum sticks which are above the drum head. Within the drum head you will find the crest of
Sandhurst. The crest of Sandhurst represents the Berkshire Lion (top left) the steps of the Roya Military
Academy Sandhurst with a Sceptre across them (top right). Underneath the red chevron, you will see atree.
This represents the Trees of Windsor forest and although not very clear, the bottom of the tree has ayellow
mark. This represents the yellow sand of Sandhurst. Our emblem also shows our motto “Helping with the
Development of Young People” aong with 2005 which isthe year we were formed. | have shown thisto
various people and they all agreed that it looks good. | hope you agree.
